Regular meeting opened by Mayor Cheney pledge to the flag.
REPORTS: 

8 Banta Street:

1.
The Board received an estimate from Broomfield Masonry (09/06/10) for masonry restoration (pointing and sill work).  Bill Broomfield and Carl Peake went around building and made a list of places where Bill thought should be fixed.  The estimate was for $$7,560.00 if all places were to be fixed.  There was discussion and the board agreed to wait until next spring.

The Board also received an estimate from Marble’s Glass (10/04/10) for replacement of windows across the front of the building.  The windows will be like the current police windows.  The estimate is for the two clerk’s rooms, the P.C.C.’s game room, and the windows in the school age program room.  The estimate is for $27,590.00. Motion made by Trustee DeBrock, 2nd by Trustee Hughson and unanimously carried authorizing the installation of new windows and we will raise Appropriated Fund Balance (revenue) and raise A1620.4* (expense) to cover part of the cost.  When we receive the bill, we will take the balance in the Village Building Reserve Fund and the remaining balance will come from the Appropriated Fund Balance to cover the total bill.  Carl will contact Marble’s Glass.

2. Franklin Street: 
· Trustee Hemminger asked if we have an easement with Marge & Al Cauwels for the drainage pipe going through their property going into the cemetery.  Ken will talk with Al or Marge to see what their abstract indicates.  We will start working on this easement.  Jeff Graff will be contacted and if needed, we will also contact Clark’s Surveyors.
· Ken informed board they will be working on driveways and they should be done by the end of the week. 

3. Wayne Conklin’s black top:  The work that needed to be done has been completed on Church Street Extension..
4. William Street sidewalks: Mayor Cheney received an e-mail from Todd Elsey (01/1/10) regarding no sidewalks on William Street Extension.  Todd walks all the time and was wondering if the village was going in install sidewalks up William Street.  Mayor Cheney responded and informed Todd of the Village’s sidewalk program and that William Street is on the list but no confirmed date as to when it will be completed.  Todd, in his e-mail, also discussed the possibility of putting up bus shelter issues.  At this time nothing will be done regarding bus shelter issues. 
5. John Altman:  There was a motion by Trustee DeBrock, 2nd by Trustee Hughson and unanimously carried to accept John Altman’s letter of resignation.

Gloska’s water bill:  The clerk’s office received a phone call from Carolyn Gloska regarding being charged a late fee ($9.78) from their July water bill which appeared on their October water bill.  Their July water bill was not in the blue drop box at 4:30 pm on July 20 but was in the drop box on the morning of the July 21.  Carolyn told Mayor Cheney that their bill was definitely in the drop box on July 20.  She also said she is never late with her bills.  Mayor Cheney told the board that he will pay the late fee.  It is not worth his time arguing with Carolyn.   

Code Enforcement:

2. Mileage:  Brad was called to a tree fire on Main Street during his off hours.  He turned in for 20 miles on his time sheet.  The board discussed this issue and agreed to pay Brad for the 20 miles.
3. There was discussion regarding the hours that Brad is turning in on his time sheet.  This has been discussed and told Brad that we did not budget for 45 or so hours every time period.  The budget was set for 20 hours per week.  Brad said it should be slowing down and he will start cutting back on his hours.
